 First-aid book and kit

 Portable radio (hand-crank or battery-operated with extra batteries as needed)
 NOAA Weather Radio
 Solar cell phone charger

 Water purification kit

 Supply of non-perishable foods and snacks

 Manual can opener

 Antibacterial towelettes

 Dust masks

 Mosquito repellent

 Box of plastic garbage bags with twist-ties

 2 plastic tarps, duct tape, and rope

 Pliers, hammer, nails

 Blankets
 Matches in water-proof container
 All purpose knife

 Shut-off wrench, pliers, shovel, and other tools

 Aluminum foil, plastic wrap
 Resealable plastic bags

 Whistle and/or distress flag(s)
 Paper, pens, pencils

 Listing of emergency contact numbers
 Laminated map of the area
